Training Schedule
This is a four part virtual training series for people who are interested in learning more about deeper topics in domestic violence work.  We will have trainings on facilitating support groups, immigrants who are domestic violence survivors/victims, teen dating violence, and sustaining internship cohorts.  This series will be particularly relevant to social service and other professionals who may encounter domestic violence (DV) in their work and are seeking to better understand the dynamics of DV and deeper topics within the work we do. Participants can register for individual sessions or for all four for a discounted rate. CEUs will be provided.  Register for all 4 training sessions and get a $10 discount = $70 
Session 1: Facilitating Support and Education Groups for Survivors/Victims of Intimate Partner Violence

Date: 1/30/2025; 10am-12pm
Cost: $20
CEUs: 2 credits
Description: This interactive workshop explores the development and implementation of support groups for adults who identify as survivors of domestic violence. Participants will learn how to structure, plan, and facilitate groups using a trauma-informed approach grounded in cultural humility. Trainers will lead dynamic discussions on key considerations, common challenges, and best practices for effective group facilitation. Participants will also have the opportunity to apply their learning through a guided role-play. While the primary focus is on adult groups, the session will also include discussion of child and teen support groups.

Session 2: Domestic Violence & Immigration: Survivor Impact and Legal Issues 
Date: 2/6/2025; 10am-12pm
Cost: $20
CEUs: 2 credits
Description: This workshop explores the intersections of domestic violence and immigration, highlighting the unique challenges faced by immigrant survivors. Participants will learn about common barriers to safety, available legal remedies, and potential pitfalls, as well as how organizations like Sarah’s Inn provide support. The session will also examine how recent policy changes have affected immigrant survivors and the advocates and community members who support them.
Session 3: Teen Dating Violence
Date: 2/13/2025; 10am-12pm
Cost: $20
CEUs: 2 credits
Description: In recognition of Teen Dating Violence Action Month in February, this workshop explores how teens experience intimate partner violence differently from adults. Participants will learn about the impact of teen dating violence, common challenges and barriers, and trends observed in schools. The session will also provide guidance on promoting healthy relationships and supporting teens who may be experiencing dating violence.
Session 4 : Developing & Sustaining Internship Programs
Date: 2/20/2025; 10am-12pm
Cost: $20
CEUs: 2 credits
Description: This workshop explores the development and sustainability of internship programs within domestic violence agencies. Participants will learn how strong internship programs prepare students to support clients, understand the dynamics of power and control, and navigate the nuances of domestic violence work, while also building a network of community providers. The session will cover the benefits and challenges of internship programs, key logistical considerations, and effective approaches to supervision, providing practical guidance for developing and maintaining successful programs.
